The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m.   

Items Reviewed by the Planning Commission:
 

1.	The Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the minutes of the July 23, 2015 meeting.

2.  The Planning Commission considered recommending approval of a Final Land Development Plan for Ross Dress for Less, Inc. located at 1707 Shearer Drive (I-1 General Industrial District).  The Planning Commission also considered a waiver for the submission of a Preliminary Land Development Plan.

	The plan proposes the construction of a 40,000 square foot accessory building on the existing Ross Dress for Less Distribution facility property.  The proposed building would be constructed over an existing compacted gravel truck parking surface, therefore; the construction of this building would not increase the impervious coverage on this property.  The new building is needed by Ross to house consumer size packaged flammable liquids and aerosols, such as perfumes and hair sprays.  The new building would be constructed approximately 50 feet away from the existing main facility.

	Ms. Rhan expressed concern with the fire safety of this building.  Mr. Koziar explained that her concerns would be addressed during the permitting and construction phase of this project.  The applicant will be required to submit plans and applications for a fire suppression system that meets our current building and fire codes.  The fire chief will also review the application.

Conclusion:  The Planning Commission, upon motion by John Shugars and second by Ed Bidelspach, unanimously recommended approval of the waiver for the submission of a preliminary land development plan.  The Planning Commission, upon motion by Ed Bidelspach and second by Renee Rhan, unanimously recommended approval of the final land development plan, subject to staff conditions.




There being no further items on the agenda, the Planning Commission adjourned at approximately 5:50 p.m.
