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BOROUGH OF CARLISLE
COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
October 13, 2016

Mayor Scott called the Council Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Councilor Crampsie led the Moment of Silence and Pledge of Allegiance.

After a roll call by the Borough Secretary, the following members of Council were present: Bires, Crampsie, Flower-Webb, Guido, Heath, Deputy Mayor Shultz and Mayor Scott.  Also present were:  Borough Manager Matthew Candland, Assistant Borough Manager Armstrong, Interim Chief Latshaw, Public Works Director Malarich, Planning/Zoning/Codes Manager Koziar, Finance Director Butts, Parks & Recreation Director Crouse, Fire Chief Snyder, Treatment Plants Director Selan, Human Resource Supervisor Hamilton, Solicitor Brenneman, Student Ambassadors McLaughlin and Joyce along with Borough Secretary Stone.

OPPORTUNITY FOR CITIZENS AND VISITORS TO BE HEARD

1. Mr. Matt Kunkle spoke to Council regarding plans for his Eagle Scout Project.  He explained that a monument will be constructed in Veteran’s Square in Carlisle as a Memorial to honor War Veterans.  Mr. Kunkle noted at this time, ten veterans from Cumberland County will be honored on the monument.  A ceremony to dedicate the monument will take place in November.

2. Mr. Hubert Gilroy of Martson Law, representing PIRHL the developer of the North College Street project, provided Council with an update of the revised subdivision plan.  Mr. Gilroy pointed out the following changes in the plan; the developer will dedicate and improve C Street, potential dedication of two acres of land for recreational use and the owner of the property will contribute land to the Borough for the proposed use of constructing a B Street connection. 

Mr. Don Smith, 350 H Street, Carlisle, Pennsylvania, inquired whether PIRHL could proceed without constructing -the roundabout at B & College Streets.  

Public Works Director Malarich responded that a comprehensive evaluation of future vehicle trips and pedestrian traffic projections were performed on the PIRHL Development and the IAC site development.  From this study, recommendations were made for certain improvements to various intersections.  The report indicated a roundabout should be installed at B and College Streets.  He noted if there was a submission of a significant change in the land development plan from a previously submitted plan, a revision to the improvements would need to be proposed.

C. Attendance Approvals:

1. Assistant Borough Manager Armstrong attended the Pennsylvania Municipal League Annual Summit on October 5 & 6, 2016 in Lancaster Pennsylvania.

D. HARB:
Council approved the following requests for certificates of appropriateness:
1. A request by Allen Fleming for a Certificate of Appropriateness at 36 South Pitt Street.  The applicant proposes to replace the existing round downspouts and half round gutters with new round downspouts and new half round gutters.

2. A request by Donna Williams for a Certificate of Appropriateness at 249 South Pitt Street.  The applicant proposes the following:
1. Replace the existing front door mail slot with a period appropriate 3 11/16” by 13 7/16” that states “Letters”, the same as the existing mail slot.
2. Repair the rear porch to remove the deteriorated wood materials and replace with wood to match the original in materials and appearance. 

3. A request by William Duncan for a Certificate of Appropriateness at 1 Irvine Rowe.  The applicant proposes to install a 22” by 12” wooden wall sign on the front façade that will state “Boyer & Ritter CPA & Consultants”.  The sign will be white with blue and green lettering.

4. A request by the Cumberland County Historical Society for a Certificate of Appropriateness at 33 West High Street.  The applicant proposes to remove a portion of the rear brick veneer gable wall down to the soffit line and install cement board siding in its place.  Azek rake trim will be installed and a metal bracket will be installed to stabilize the gable end in the attic space.  The remaining brick on the south façade will be repointed as needed with type N mortar.
F.	Public Safety:

1. Borough Council may approve a Special Events Application and street closure request from the Employment Skills Center to conduct the Downtown Mile Race/Walk as a fundraiser. The event shall be held May 18, 2017 on W. High Street between the Square and slightly west of Orange Street from 6:00 p.m. – 8:30 p.m. and shall require the complete closure of that section of roadway, with the applicant reimbursing the Borough one hundred percent (100%) of the variable costs and ten percent (10%) of the fixed costs.  Approval is contingent upon the applicant providing a valid Certificate of Insurance naming the Borough as an additional insured; obtaining PennDOT approval; and, providing adequate notification to those residences impacted by said closure.

A. Public Safety Committee:

1. Borough Council voted 6-0-1 with Councilor Flower abstaining, to approve a Special Events Application and street closure request from the Employment Skills Center to conduct the Downtown Mile Race/Walk as a fundraiser. The event shall be held May 18, 2017 on W. High Street between the Square and slightly west of Orange Street from 6:00 p.m. – 8:30 p.m. and shall require the complete closure of that section of roadway, with the applicant reimbursing the Borough one hundred percent (100%) of the variable costs and ten percent (10%) of the fixed costs.  Approval is contingent upon the applicant providing a valid Certificate of Insurance naming the Borough as an additional insured; obtaining PennDOT approval; and, providing adequate notification to those residences impacted by said closure. REPORTS FROM ELECTED OFFICIAL

B. Mayor’s Reports:

1. Mayor Scott proclaimed November 1, 2016 as “Extra Mile Day” in Carlisle.  He noted that this will be a day to encourage citizens from all walks of life to live a fulfilling, self-directed life style and to go the extra mile to achieve what they have always wanted.  This day will be recognized by more than 220 Mayors in the US.  It involves organizations, institutions and individuals that put their best foot forward to ensure that others live a better life.  

Deputy Mayor Shultz made a motion and was seconded by Councilor Guido to reaffirm Council’s commitment to the Extra Mile Proclamation.  Council voted 7-0 to reaffirm the proclamation. 

C. Budget & Finance:

1. Borough Council by a roll call vote of 7-0 adopted an ordinance to create the Carlisle Auto Industries, Inc. Tax Increment District and a project plan for such District and set forth related matters.  (Heath/Crampsie)

2. Borough Council voted 7-0 to award the Hardscaping and Landscaping Contract to A Touch of Green at a not to exceed price of $12,475.00 (Unit Cost Quote $11,341.00 plus 10% contingency) for the East Louther Street South Parking Lot Resurfacing Project.  (Heath/Crampsie)

D. Community Planning & Smart Growth Committee:

1. Borough Council voted 7-0 to direct the Borough Solicitor to advertise an ordinance and schedule a public hearing for December 8, 2016 at 6:45 p.m., amending the Code of the Borough of Carlisle, adopted by Ordinance 2032 and thereafter amended, with respect to Chapter 255, Zoning, to add a Section to include production and processing of Medical Marijuana in the I-1 General Industrial zoning district.  (Shultz/Flower-Webb)

Deputy Mayor Shultz explained the rationale for Council’s action. Specifically, due to the passing of Medical Marijuana at the state level, the Borough is designating the I-1 Zone for production of Medical Marijuana.  He noted an ordinance will suspend the ability for growers and processors to set up shops in other areas in the Borough.

Mr. Don Smith questioned the area designated since in his opinion it is the most expensive area to the development of new business.  Deputy Mayor Shultz responded that he is unaware of what the real-estate prices are in that area of the Borough. 

Mr. Lazlo Pasztor, 532 S. Hanover Street, Carlisle, Pennsylvania, expressed concerns that allowing any opportunity for marijuana to be grown sends the wrong message to citizens who currently have a drug dependency.

Deputy Mayor Shultz explained that due to the approval of Medical Marijuana by the state, the Borough cannot prohibit its production.  He noted the purpose of this ordinance is to keep production to a designated area and to not allow production near residential areas or schools in the Borough.

E. ERCP

1. Borough Council voted 7-0 to authorize the Borough Solicitor to review, approve and advertise the proposed ordinance to establish a Code of Accountability, Conduct and Ethics for all elected and appointed Borough officers, employees and board members.  (Crampsie/Shultz)

2. Borough Council voted 7-0 to authorize the Borough Solicitor to draft and advertise an ordinance to establish a Personnel Code.  (Crampsie/Shultz)

3. Borough Council voted 7-0 to authorize the Borough Solicitor to draft and advertise an ordinance to establish a Purchasing Code.  (Crampsie/Shultz)

F. Parks and Recreation Committee:

1. Borough Council voted 7-0 to approve Change Orders #1, #2 and #3 for a total amount of $6,116.62 (six thousand one hundred sixteen dollars and sixty-two cents) for the Heberlig-Palmer Park Renovation Project, subject to Solicitor approval. These change orders are for associated labor to install two floating decks; the installation of a concrete base for the drinking fountain; and, electrical changes to the original scope of work respectively.  (Bires/Scott)

2. Borough Council voted 7-0 to enter into a Proposal/Agreement for Professional Services with Cianfichi Scholl for architectural services associated with the Stuart Community Center Partial Roof Replacement Project. The professional services agreement shall be at a fixed fee of $9,450.00 (nine thousand four hundred fifty dollars).  (Bires/Scott)


G. Public Safety Committee:

1. Borough Council by a roll call vote of 7-0 approved an ordinance that shall amend the Code of the Borough of Carlisle adopted by Ordinance #2032 and thereafter amended with respect to Chapter 244, Vehicles and Traffic, creating a residential handicap parking space on the west side of Conway Street and a second space on the east side of West Street.  (Scott/Guido)

After the following, Borough Council voted 7-0 to authorize the closure of Lincoln Avenue on Saturday, October 22, 2016 from 1:00 – 4:00 p.m. for the Heberlig-Palmer Grand Opening.  The West Side Neighborhood Association would be responsible for 100% of the variable cost and 10% of the fixed costs of traffic control incurred by the Borough of Carlisle and waive the requirement of the certificate of insurance naming the Borough as an additional insured for the Heberlig-Palmer Grand Opening event.  (Scott/Guido)

Interim Chief Latshaw advised Council that the West Side Neighborhood Association may not be able to obtain a Certificate of Insurance naming the Borough of Carlisle as an additional insured for this event. He asked for this requirement to be waived and Council was in agreement.  

H. Public Works Committee:

1. Borough Council voted 7-0 to approve Change Order No. 2 to the 2016 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Contract to add 24-inch cured-in-place lining work, increasing the total contract price by $6,892.83 (six thousand eight hundred ninety-two dollars and eighty-three cents).  (Guido/Bires)

2. Borough Council voted 7-0 to adopt a resolution authorizing the submission of a PA Small Water and Sewer Project Grant application in the amount of $205,000 (two hundred five thousand dollars) to the Commonwealth Financing Authority (CFA). The grant application requires a 15% match of $36,900 (thirty-six thousand nine hundred dollars) and a $100 (one hundred dollar) application fee for the Water Valve Replacement Project.  (Guido/Bires)

3. Borough Council voted 7-0 to authorize the Borough Solicitor to draft and advertise an ordinance to establish an annual fee of $800 (eight hundred dollars) for commercial use of the Borough’s yard waste and composting facility.  (Guido/Bires)

4. Borough Council voted 7-0 to enter into an Agreement with PSI Pumping Systems, Inc. to install two Variable Frequency Drive units (VFDs) and motors on Raw Pumps #1 and #4 in the Wastewater Treatment Plant’s wet well.  (Guido/Bires)  

NEW BUSINESS – 

Mr. Don Smith inquired if the Borough has restored the sewer lines at the IAC site. 

Public Works Director Malarich responded that the Borough owns the sanitary sewer and stormwater lines that travel underneath the IAC site.  He noted as part of the 15-year Capital Improvement Plan the Borough designated this area for rehabilitation of the sanitary sewer lines.  These improvements were made prior to any land developments. 

Mr. Laszlo Pasztor questioned if the Medical Marijuana ordinance will only allow Medical Marijuana to be grown in certain areas of the Borough.  Discussion ensued on specific zoning regulations that are in place that shall limit the production of Medical Marijuana to specific areas in the Borough.  Councilor Crampsie noted the state will be regulating the number of licenses that are distributed to municipalities.

REPORTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS & STAFF

Student Ambassador Joyce noted that Dickinson College is still in the search process of hiring a new President for the College.  She expressed concern regarding the lack of lighting on Dickinson Avenue and Locust Avenue.  It was noted by Council members that these areas will discussed at an upcoming Public Safety Committee Meeting to find a solution.

Student Ambassador McLaughlin indicated the “Will for Heroes” event will take place on October 24th.  He also mentioned that Dickinson Law School will participate with Giant Foods in a fund raising event for Project Share.

Councilor Bires shared that a section of Route 74 was named in remembrance of Gary Lee Ream, who died in 1966 while serving his country in Vietnam.  She also invited Council and staff to attend the SoSo (South on South Street) Neighborhood Association picnic at the Butcher Tot-Lot.

Councilor Guido challenged Borough staff to provide recommendations for next year’s Extra Mile recognition.

Councilor Heath noted his attendance at the East Side Neighborhood meeting, and the good work that each Neighborhood Association is doing.

Mayor Scott announced that Council will hold an executive session following the evening’s Council Meeting and will not reconvene.

Councilor Flower-Webb welcomed recently-hired Assistant Borough Manager Armstrong to the Borough.

Councilor Crampsie noted his attendance at the Valley Meadows-Nottingham Neighborhood meeting regarding the berm improvements.  He thanked Matt Candland, Mark Malarich and Andrea Crouse for their help in answering questions during that meeting.

Assistant Borough Manager Armstrong expressed her pleasure at being back at the Borough and working with staff.  She is looking forward to working with Council and the community.

Finance Director Butts provided an updated figure of $30,750 (thirty thousand seven hundred fifty dollars) as the corrected amount needed for the 15% match for the PA Small Water and Sewer Project Grant.

Parks and Recreation Direction Crouse noted that Trick-or-Treat will be on Monday, October 31st from 6-8:00 PM.
